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Reproductive health is a state of complete physical, mental, and social well-being and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity in all matters related to the reproductive system, which begins during adolescence. Currently, reproductive health has received special attention both globally and nationally. In Indonesia, there has been an increasing vulnerability among adolescents to various reproductive health risks, including premarital sex, unwanted pregnancies, abortion, and the spread of sexually transmitted infections, including HIV and AIDS. The lack of knowledge and limited information on reproductive health have led adolescents to engage in risky behaviors, making them susceptible to sexually transmitted infections and unwanted pregnancies. This study aimed to analyze the relationship between the level of knowledge and the attitudes of adolescent girls in maintaining reproductive health. This research employed a descriptive correlational design with a cross-sectional approach. The sampling technique used was probability sampling with a proportioned stratified random sampling method, resulting in a total of 80 respondents. The findings showed that 48 respondents (60.0%) had a moderate level of knowledge, while 50 respondents (62.5%) demonstrated a positive attitude toward maintaining reproductive health. The Spearman rank test results indicated a p-value of 0.000 (<0.05) and a correlation coefficient of 0.949. These results suggest a very strong relationship between knowledge level and attitudes, with a positive correlation direction, meaning that the higher the level of knowledge, the more positive the attitude toward maintaining reproductive health. It is crucial for adolescent girls to possess adequate knowledge of reproductive health to foster positive attitudes in maintaining their reproductive well-being.  
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
